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The purpose of this memo is to remind you of the upcoming regional training sessions for the PIM toolkit.  In order to proceed with the regional training schedule, the PIM taskforce has asked each School Board/Authority to email the name of their local PIM champion and /or key contact to David Midwood at midwood@sympatico.ca.  If you have not yet done this, and are interested in participating in the regional training, please email the name of your PIM champion by October 24, 2008.
As you are aware, the PIM toolkit was launched September 25, 2008. At that time, the taskforce outlined that, David Midwood, PIM taskforce member, would be conducting a knowledge management survey to gather baseline data in order to assess initial School Board/Authority capacities and to support the design of focused, customized, regional training activities to ensure that the local training best meet your Board’s needs.  This survey will be forwarded to your identified champion during the last week in October. 
To aid in the selection we remind you that PIM Champions should be agents of change who recognize the importance of privacy and information management within an educational setting and who help to ensure effective and consistent communication about Privacy and Information Management across the various departments and schools within their district. 

While each board/authority will develop their own approach to the role, based on their local privacy and information management culture, below is a list that outlines the core elements of the role of a PIM champion. 

A PIM champion:
· Champions privacy and information management issues within their school board/authority.

· Has an understanding of MFIPPA and the Education Act.  

· Brings their knowledge of privacy and information management to bear on the development and delivery of the Board/Authority’s related services, policies and procedures.

· Ensures that all employees are aware of privacy and information management issues within their board/authority.

· Attends regionally organized training events and activities hosted by the PIM Taskforce. 

· Creates a cross organizational team to support the development and sustainability of privacy and information management practices.
